
         With the launch of the former USSR's 
Vostok 1, the world's first manned spacecraft, 
on 12 April 1961, cosmonaut Yuri Gagarin 
became the first person to leave the Earth's 
atmosphere. Having gazed at the world from 
an altitude of 300 kilometers, Gagarin said: 
 
 
         "The Earth looked blue...it seemed 
unique and beautiful." Gagarin returned to 
Earth one hour and 49 minutes after launch. 
However, landing was difficult because of the 
limitations of the USSR's technology at that 
time. Gagarin had to land using a parachute 
after ejecting from the spacecraft at an altitude 
of 7,000 meters. 

 

His flight through space ended at around 
10:20 AM Moscow time, in a field outside 
Takhtarova where he and his capsule  
separated and he parachuted back down to 
Earth. Upon his arrival back on Earth, he was 
greeted by an old lady whose question was, 
"Have you come from outer space?"  
His  response was,    
 " Yes would you believe it, I certainly have." 
To calm the old lady he added  
"Don't be alarmed, I'm a Soviet."
